THE SCHOOL YEAR ENDS TUESDAY, 31 MAY
The last weeks of school are here and the end of the school year is in sight! Here are some things that you should make note
of as we approach the closure of CCS for this school year.

e Teacher Appreciation Week, 9-13 May. Did you thank a teacher this week? Don’t forget that next week is Teacher
Appreciation Week. Take time to thank your teachers and demonstrate your appreciation for them with acts of
kindness. They invest great amounts of time and energy taking care of our Carachipampa students.

e High School exams will be given on Tuesday and Wednesday, 24-25 May in the mornings. All students must be
present and on time for exams which begin each morning at 8:30am. Students should read their Handbook regarding
the exam regulations and must come in full uniform. They must also turn in all textbooks at the beginning of their
exams. Students are expected to leave the school campus and not linger around CCS after their last exam of the day.

e There is NO SCHOOL on Thursday and Friday, 26-27 May.

e Elementary School classes on Wednesday (25 May) and Monday (30 June) will end at Noon (12:00pm). There
will be no Pre-Kinder classes (AM or PM) on Wednesday (25 May).

GRADES 1 TO 3 AND GRADES 4 TO 6 SPELLING BEES ANNOUNCED

The Grade 1 — 6 classes invite their parents to the annual Spelling Bee, which will take place in the AV Room on
Friday, May 13th. The Grade 1 — 3 classes will have their Spelling Bee at 8:30 a.m. and the Grades 4 to 6 will begin at
10:20 a.m. All the Elementary students will be watching the best spellers from their classes to see which of them will
be the CCS Spelling Champion in their age group this year. Parents are invited to watch their children participate in
these challenging events.

STUDENT TEXTBOOK NOTICE
Any student who loses a textbook or library book, or has damaged a school textbook, will be charged for the cost of repair
or replacement.

LIBRARY NOTICE

Friday, 13 May is the last day to check out any library material. No books or other resource may be checked out of the
Library after this date. Students must turn in all books and materials that they have taken by Friday, 20 May. Books or
materials not returned 20" will be charged a fine.

Parents, please check your homes for any CCS books and materials that may have been taken from the CCS class rooms or
from the library during the year. We are missing several books that were not properly checked out.

HONOR ROLL REMINDER

This is a reminder that students in Grades 7 to 12 are named to the Honor Roll if their average grade in all classes for the
semester is at least B+ (GPA of 3.30), and they are named to the High Honor Roll if their average is at least an A- (GPA of
3.70). However, no student is named to the honor roll if they have received any disciplinary actions that include a demerit
or after school detention.

COMMUNITY SERVICE HOURS ARE DUE

We remind students in High School Grades 9 to 12 that all hours of community service are due this quarter. If students
have not finished their hours, this is the time to begin thinking about how they will complete them. The deadline for
completing the hours is 13 May.

Students who have 10 or more hours of community service remaining by the end of May will be asked set a plan to
complete the hours and/or to volunteer at Carachipampa during the vacation months of June and July. Their service
performed at CCS will count toward their “missing” Community Service hours that were required during the school year.

ARE YOU LEAVING EARLY?

The school strongly discourages families from withdrawing students from school early. If however there is a reason
students cannot be present until the last day of school, 4 June, you must inform the school office immediately. A 1-month
notice is necessary for teachers to write a separate high school exam. Without this advance notice, marks for classes and
end of year reports may be withheld.

CCS GRADING SYSTEM
The Year End Report will be coming out and we want parents to understand what our letter grades mean.

Letter Grade Meaning Equivalent percentages
A Superior, truly outstanding 90 to 100%
B High Average to above average 80 to 90%
C Below average to average 70 to 80%
D Below average with very basic understanding 60 to 70%
F Work is below basic understanding 0 to 60%

The CCS ““average” grade is somewhere around a B for most academic classes. Therefore not all students in a class will be
expected to receive an A grade.

Effort Grades represent both the academic effort a student has put out and the behavioral attitude s/he had in class.

Letter Meaning
E Academic effort and behavioral attitude were exemplary, above the “normal” for the class
G Academic effort and behavioral attitude were acceptable for the class
S Either the academic or behavioral effort (or both) was not always at the level desired in the class.
N There were some serious lapses in either academic effort or in the attitude/behavior student held in class.
